Reading homework tips!

When your child comes across an unfamiliar word, he/she can use certain strategies to work out what it is.

These strategies include:

· Questioning – before beginning to read it is useful to discuss the story and the characters to help your child predict what might happen.

· Picture clues – e.g. if your child is having problems with the word ‘giraffe’, looking at the picture may help him/her to work out what the word might be.
· Phonics – this is when your child uses his/ her sounds to work out a word         e.g c a t
· Inference – this is where your child uses his/her own knowledge to work out a word e.g. “The man put the hat on his _____”.  Your child should be able to work out the word head because they know that is where you wear a hat!!

· Read on – your child can leave the word out and read the rest of the sentence.  He/she can then go back and think what word might ‘make sense’.

Helping your child use these strategies will enable him/her to try new words.

More tips for reading!

· Choose a time when your child is not tired.

· Turn off the television

· Find somewhere comfortable

· Give your child your undivided attention

To add variety to your reading time here are some suggestions…

Read
-   together

· alternate sentences – you read the first sentence and your child reads the next

· your child reads alone

Remember to ask your child some questions during and after reading together.  This will ensure that your child has a good understanding of what he/she has read

Written homework

Written homework will relate to what your child is learning in class.  In keeping with the school homework policy, the maximum amount of time spent on homework should be 25 minutes.
